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The following is a synopsis of some of the activit ies of the lsle of Palms Police Department

dur ing the month of  February 2011.

Patrol

February 2,}Otl Just after 5 P.M., off icers responded to a JC Long Boulevard establishment

where management  repor ted a loud,  be l l igerent ,  and in tox icated female patron.  When an

officer arrived, the intoxicated patron was attempting to enter a vehicle in the parking lot to

leave the area. A taxi was called, but before it arrived, the patron again began to be loud and

profane, which resulted in her arrest for Disorderly Conduct.

February 3,2011,  Of f icers responded to a h igh r ise condominium in  Wi ld  Dunes regard ing an

elderly female suffering from Alzheimer's on a balcony shouting incoherently to her daughter in

the park ing lo t .  The daughter  was unable to  make entry  to  the uni t  and requested that  forced

entry  be made to make contact .  Entry  was made by Pol ice and Fi re Depar tment  personnel .  EMS

was summoned and t ranspor ted the subject  to  MUSC for  evaluat ion.

February 4,2O1JAn officer responded to a residence on 24th Avenue to speak with a male

subject who wished to report that his former girlfr iend showed up in his residence,

unannounced and uninv i ted,  but  she le f t  pr ior  to  the of f icer 's  ar r iva l .  The res ident  d id  not  wish

to press charges, but wanted the incident documented. The officer made telephone contact

with the female subject and advised her accordingly.

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February 5,z}tt l t  was reported that two dogs jumped from the rear bed of a pickup truck

near Breach Inlet and the truck continued down Palm Boulevard apparently unaware. An officer

stopped the vehicle on Palm Boulevard near 14th Avenue and while speaking to the driver

d iscovered that  he was in  possession of  an open conta iner  of  beer .  He was charged wi th  Open

Conta iner .  The dogs were last  seen on Sul l ivan 's  ls land.

February 6, 2011 An officer on patrol stopped a vehicle on the Connector for operating

errat ica l ly  and whi le  speaking to  the female dr iver  determined that  she was d isor iented and

speaking incoherently. After some conversation it was determined that the driver needed

medica l  a t tent ion.  F i re  Depar tment  F i rs t  Responders were summoned and determined that  she

needed further medical attention. EMS arrived and transported the subject to a local hospital

for  eva luat ion.

February 72,207LAn officer on patrol was forced to take evasive action to avoid being struck

by a vehicle approaching from the opposite direction that was partial ly in the officers lane of

traff ic. The officer turned around and followed the vehicle and stopped it in a safe place on

Palm Boulevard near 9th Avenue. The officer immediately noted that it was 35 degrees out and

the driver had lowered all of the windows to the vehicle. The officer immediately detected an

odor of alcohol and asked the driver for paperwork several t imes which the driver had trouble
providing what was requested. The driver attempted to perform several Field Sobriety Tests

and performed poorly. The driver was transported to the Public Safety Building and

administered a Datamaster Test, where she refused to provide a sample and was charged with

DUI and taken to  the Detent ion Center .

February 14,2OlIAn officer responded to the parking lot of a Palm Boulevard business, where

a merchant reported a possible intoxicated female subject on the property. The officer located

the subject lying on the ground within f ive feet of the street. The subject spoke incoherently

and was unable to provide any personal information. The subject then attempted to walk away
from the officer and was taken into custody and charged with Disorderly Conduct. She was
found to be in possession of a water bottle f i l led with white wine, which was photographed and

destroyed.

February 16,z0t! An officer on patrol of the Connector stopped a vehicle for an equipment

violation and while speaking to the officer the driver was unable to produce the registration.

The officer observed an open container of beer while speaking to the driver, which was
removed and poured out. Once the driver exited the vehicle, a quantity of marijuana was

located in the console and drivers area, consisting of three small plastic bags. The driver was
charged with Open Container, Simple Possession of Marijuana, and Operating an Uninsured
Motor Vehicle and was transported to the Detention Center.

February 19,20tI A City employee observed a visibly intoxicated female attempting to f ind her
vehicle using her remote keyless entry device. An officer located the subject and confirmed that

she was intoxicated and arranged for a taxi to pick her up. Before the taxi arrived, the subject



became combative and due to the fact that she was unable to care for herself, was taken into

custody and charged with Disorderly Conduct.

February 20,zOLt Just after midnight, an officer on patrol stopped a vehicle for an equipment

violation near Breach Inlet. While speaking to the occupants the officer detected an odor of

alcohol and made the determination that the two occupants were only seventeen years old.

The occupants were found to be in possession of false identif ication as well as open containers

of beer. They were charged with Lend Borrow Another's DL and Possession/Consumption of

Alcohol Under 21.

February 20,2O1.lJust before midnight, off icers responded to the base of the Connector at the

intersection of Palm Boulevard to a three vehicle accident. The investigating officer determined

that a vehicle ran into the rear of two vehicles waiting to turn onto Palm Boulevard from the

Connector. The officer made immediate contact with the driver of the vehicle at fault and

observed him to have a knot on his forehead and a very strong odor of alcohol about his
person. Neither driver of the other two other vehicles were injured and both of their vehicles

were able to be driven away. The driver at fault stated that he had been at a beer drinking party

in Mount Pleasant. Due to the injury to his head he was transported by EMS top a local hospital

where he was treated and released. Once released, he was transported back to the lsle of

Palms Public Safety Building, where he was administered a Datamaster Test, which registered a

.18% level of alcohol. The subject was charged with DUI and transported to the Detention

Center .
