MAXIMUM OVERNIGHT OCCUPANCY of this residence (excluding children under the age of two 
years) is 11 people. 
 
MAXIMUM NUMBER OF VEHICLES that may be located at this residence between 11:00 p.m. and 
9:00 a.m. is 5 vehicles. 
 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES are prohibited on the beach and public streets. 
 

BEACH FIRES and DISCHARGING FIREWORKS are prohibited at all times due to fire hazard. 
 

DOGS may run free on the beach from 5 a.m. until 8 a.m. from April 1 to October 31; and from 5 a.m.

Starting at dusk between 
May 1 and October 31, it is a violation of the Isle of Palms Lighting Ordinance to use oceanfront deck 
and porch lights.  Please respect your neighbors by turning off pool lights as well. 
 
BEACH CHAIRS, UMBRELLAS AND TENTS left unattended on the beach after sunset may be 
disposed of by the City.  For safety, please refill any BEACH HOLES you dig.  
 
WASTE and TRASH Only City-issued rollout carts may be used for trash and garbage collection.  The 
carts are to be placed at the curb no earlier than 5 p.m. the night before pick-up and must be removed 
no later than 9 a.m. the day after pick-up.
